MATERIALS AND PREPARATION

Materials:

e Oyster shells or craft sea shells (large)
e Small wooden boxes

e Mod Podge

e Acrylic paints

e Paint brushes

e Scissors

e Ocean themed napkins or magazines

e White or gold spray paint (optional)
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Preparation:

e Check local seafood markets for oyster shells.

e Mix the acrylic paint with a little mod podge for better adhesion.
e Optionally, pre-paint the shell interiors white to cover dark spots.

e Set up tables and chairs
